SHOW RULES 

1. Riders competing in official classes must be Equestrian Australia members 

2. Riders competing in unofficial classes must be either Equestrian Australia members or financial members of 

Toowoomba & District Showjumping Club.  

3. All entries must be accompanied by a completed Biosecurity “Horse Health Declaration” 

4. Horses are restricted to 2 starts per day – excluding the Speed Championship. 

5. Riders are restricted to 3 horses per class 

6. Class 21B is restricted to green horses or beginner riders over the age of 14 years 

7. There will be no refunds after the closing date 

8. Manure and Hay must be picked up and placed in the manure area. 

9. Riders competing in Classes 13 & 15 are not restricted from riding in higher classes. 

10. Riders competing in classes in ring 1 must complete a commentary notes form at the time of entering. 

11. The TDSJC committee reserves the right to make alterations to the programme. 

STABLING: $30 for the duration of the show. A bond of $20 per stable is required which will be 

refunded if the stable is left clean. When booking stables please let us know if you 

have a stallion or wish to be stabled near your friends. Stables must be booked by 

16th January 2015.

TDSJC RESTRICTED CLASS Riders who have started at World Cup Level or 3 star eventing within the past 5 

years are restricted from entering classes 13 & 15. 

YOUNG SHOWJUMPER  The Mitavite Young Showjumper of the Year is a Series designed to provide 
competitions that promote the development of young showjumping horses aged 4 
to 6 years.  Mitavite recognises that breeding is a valuable aspect of showjumping in 
Australia therefore this Series will be an opportunity to showcase competition 
bloodlines for riders, breeders and spectators alike.     

MITAVITE YOUNG SHOWJUMPER SERIES GUIDELINES 

 Horses must be 4 to 6 years of age to be eligible. 

 Classes will be set at 1-10m maximum height. (Second rounds may exceed 1.10m.) 

 A Mitavite Young Horse Record must be purchased for a fee of $10 from the EA office.  The Record is 
provided to keep track of your points for double and single clean rounds.  

 Horses receive 3 points for jumping a double clean round and 1 point for a single clean round, points will be 
displayed on the Series Leaderboard.   

 Classes will be held at 8 shows throughout the season, these may be subject to change. 

 Young horses can gain 3 points for jumping double clean rounds in official events outside of the 8 shows in 
the Series.  It is the rider’s responsibility to have the judge sign their Young Horse Record to honour these 
points.
