Any changes that need to be made to entries at the event can be done on-line on Global
Entries On-line only between 3pm and 5pm on Thursday, Friday and Saturday of the event.




o Allriders and owners must be financial members of the EA to compete in official classes, and all
horses competing in official classes must hold current EA registration and performance cards.
Riders may be required to present horse registration/performance cards upon request of the
committee.

o DRESS - All riders to be dressed according to the FEI requirements and those attired incorrectly
will not be allowed to start.

e Australian Helmet standards will apply

e All riders must wear riding boots and an approved helmet at all times while mounted

e SWABBING: The Organising Committee reserves the right to swab horses. Random swabbing of
horses may be conducted in any class. Horses chosen for swabbing must proceed directly to the
swabbing box immediately after the presentation.

e Microchips will be scanned and checked at the show

o Dogs— MUST be on alead or secured at all times. Dog waste must be collected. Dog owners will
be fined $25.00 if their dog fouls an area.

e Manure is to be deposited in signed areas ONLY — (not under trees or against stable wall) Tractor
and bucket must be able to access it.

Article 255 — Amateur Riders

1. Amateur Rider classes are classes for Athletes who:
e Must not have competed in an Olympic Games or World Equestrian Games in either Jumping or Eventing
e In the past 10 years must not have competed in a World Cup for Jumping Riders qualifying round or in a 4*
3 day event.
e Must not have competed in section 1 and 2 at a Royal Show in Sydney, Brisbane, Melbourne, Adelaide or
Perth in the past two years
e Amateur Riders may not compete in an Amateur class if they compete in a class where the first round is
higher than 1.20m at the show.
e Amateur Riders may not compete in an Amateur class on a Horse that will compete in any class where the
first round is higher than 1.20m at that show.
1.1 Athletes must meet the membership requirements as set out in the EA General Regulations.
1.2 Athletes may compete as amateurs from the beginning of the calendar year in which they turn 21 years
of age. Equestrian Australia National Jumping Rules 45
1.3 Organisers may at their discretion limit the number of horses an Athlete can start.
1.4 The course shall be free-flowing and relatively simple. The first obstacle in the first round should be 10cm
lower than the advertised starting height of the Competition.
1.5 There will be a maximum height rise of 10cm for the jump-off.

Future Stars classes

1. For Horses that are 6, 7 & 8 years from date of birth on the first day of competition.

2. Any Horse that has started in a World Cup Class cannot compete in any Future Stars, Futurity or Stars of the
Futures classes.

Intermediate Riders

These classes are for riders aged 18 to 21 years who are not competing in Junior, Young Rider or the Amateur Classes
on another horse, or any class where the first round is higher than 1.20m at the event.



THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE

The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects all those involved in international equestrian sport to adhere to
the FEI's Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the horse must be
paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial influences.

1.

At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take precedence over
all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, farriery and tack, and
transportation.

Horses and Athletes must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allowed to
compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety,
pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids.

Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the
competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fithess of the horse for
onward travel after the event.

Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have
competed and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper
veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.

The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their
areas of expertise.
