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Chairperson Report

Report for Equestrian Queensland (EQ). This year has
been one of continued growth and resilience for our
members and our organisation.

Growth and Support for Our Members

EQ has continued to experience a steady increase in
membership, event participation, and community
engagement. While we celebrate this growth, we also
acknowledge the challenges faced by our members,
including economic pressures and weather-related
disruptions. EQ remains committed to supporting our
community through financial assistance, education
initiatives and investment in facility development for
the future of our sport.

In 2024, EQ maintained its commitment to utilising
financial surpluses to fund initiatives that directly
benefit our members. We continued to invest in
education and professional development for our
volunteers, officials, and coaches to foster ongoing
improvement and ensure the sustainability of our
sport. We are proud to have provided financial relief to
members by keeping membership fees steady for
2025.

Equestrian Facilities Development

The development and enhancement of equestrian
facilities in Queensland remains a top priority for EQ.
We continued our advocacy efforts for an international
-standard equestrian facility in Queensland, aligned
with our vision for the 2032 Olympic and Paralympic
Games legacy. We are optimistic that the planning and
advocacy that EQ has supported for the Toowoomba
Showgrounds facility in partnership with the Royal
Agricultural Society of Queensland, the Toowoomba
Surat Basin Enterprise, and Toowoomba Regional
Council will provide improved facility outcomes into
the future. EQ also continues to collaborate with other
local government authorities regarding master
planning and potential facility improvements, including
at the Queensland State Equestrian Centre and in
North Queensland.

Safety, Welfare, and Strategic Initiatives

The safety and welfare of our members and horses is at
the heart of EQ’s mission. Throughout 2024, we
implemented key safety initiatives, including:

e Enhanced risk management programs for affiliated
clubs and event organisers.

e Increased educational opportunities for members on
horse welfare and safety standards.

e Ongoing collaboration with industry experts to
refine best practices for equestrian activities in
Queensland.

Financial Statements to
31 December 2024

I am pleased to present the Financial Statements of
Equestrian Queensland (EQ) for the year ended 31
December 2024.

We experienced continued growth in overall revenue for the
year but also increased service delivery costs. As a
result, EQ is reporting a financial deficit for 2024. This was
the result of EQ’s commitment to reinvest its prior year
surplus back into the sport.

Total income for 2024 was $2.61m. This represents growth
of 17% (2023: $2.24m). Most of the increase relates to event
income but also supported by growth in horse
registrations and continued strong returns on our financial
investments.

Total outgoings for the year came to $2.72m. This
represents an increase of 22% compared to last year. The
majority relates to direct event delivery costs, with smaller
increases noted across other overhead costs. Depreciation
charges also increased due to capital expenditure, most
notably the upgraded arena surface at Park Ridge. We would
like to extend a special thank you to all our volunteers for
their time and dedication. Without volunteers, our costs
would have been significantly higher.

The net result of the year was a deficit of $102,000 which
has been absorbed in our prior period surplus.

EQ continues to maintain a strong balance sheet with total
members’ equity of $1.27m. The equity is fully supported by
cash reserves exceeding $1.32m which is reassuring for
long-term sustainability. We remain optimistic about the
future and expect continued growth in 2025 activities with
further investments in the sport as a member-focused
organisation.

Equestrian Queensland continues to apply the highest level
of diligence for its membership fees. The board has
established strict governance controls to ensure all levies are
invested in accordance with its intended purpose.

The Board appointed Moore Australia’s Brisbane office as
the auditors for the 2024 financial audit and recommend
that they are reappointed for 2025.

Major Events Highlights:

. Interschool Queensland, in partnership with EQ,
hosted the Australian Interschool
Championships in Tamworth, featuring 420
riders and 490 horses.

. Dressage Queensland, with the support of EQ,
successfully delivered the Brisbane CDI at QSEC,
with over 197 combinations competing across
the event.

o The 2024 Festival of Showjumping, Larapinta
World Cup and the Jumping Queensland State
Championship showcased Queensland’s depth
of jumping talent.

o Fassifern Vaulting, supported by Vaulting
Queensland and EQ, hosted the Australian
Vaulting Championships at the new indoor
equestrian facility at the Boonah Showgrounds.

o Driving Queensland, with EQ and the Australian
Carriage Driving Society, held a Queensland
Driving Clinic featuring World Champion Boyd
Exell at RM Equestrian Centre in Hodgson Vale.

o Fig Tree Pocket Equestrian Club successfully
hosted the 2024 Eventing State Championships,
while affiliates including Toowoomba Jump Club,
Warwick Horse Trials, Tamborine Equestrian
Group, Fraser Coast Horse Trials, and RM
Equestrian maintained a full calendar of eventing
competitions.

. Show Horse Queensland continued to flourish
with competitions at QSEC, Park Ridge, and
Toowoomba, fostering the next generation of
talent.

. 0OZ Endurance, with EQ support, hosted the 2024
Endurafest, featuring the inaugural Australasia
Regional Endurance Championship, with teams
from Japan, Malaysia, New Zealand, Singapore,
and Australia contesting the CEIO 1* 100 km
event.

Advancing Our Sport:

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Coaching Advisory Group

In 2024, the Equestrian Queensland (EQ) Coaching
Advisory Group (CAG) set our sights on ensuring that
equestrian coaches had access to a range of
professional development and provide opportunities
for the accreditation of new coaches and coaches
wanting to achieve the next level in their coaching
journey.

In order to assist coaches needing their compulsory
updates before the annual renewal process, the EQ
CAG ran two free online sessions in June —an EA Coach
update, followed by a Coach Educator/SSTA update.
These were conducted by Sally-Ann Barbera and were
well attended by Queensland coaches as well as
coaches from other states.

With our goal of furthering new and upgrading
coaches, a coaching intensive was run by David Finch,
Brett Cantle and Trudy Dougall at Burpengary
Equestrian Centre for Introductory and Level One
candidates. A total of 6 candidates attended with 5
successful in their Introductory or Level one
accreditation. In preparation for the intensive, Trudy
Dougall ran two theory sessions over Zoom to ensure
all candidates we well briefed and supported, assisting
in their readiness for the practical components of the
coaching assessments.

Alongside this intensive, a Coach Educator and SSTA
accreditation course was held. The EQ CAG believes
that it vital to ensure that Queensland continues
training the next generation of educators and mentors
in this state to keep the numbers EA approved coaches
at a level to service the demand in our state. We were
thrilled to be able to approve 3 Coach Educators (1
from Northern Territory) and 3 SSTA’s as a result of
this training.

In November, an online information evening was held
over Zoom for Level One candidates planning on
working towards their Level Two accreditation. The aim
was to assess where the candidates were up to in their
preparation and to assist with future planning of
intensive coaching workshops and support candidates
by answering any queries they had concerning the
process.

Finch and Trudy Dougall, were recognised nationally
when they featured as EA’s coach of the month in 2024.
Although both well known names in Queensland, it was
lovely to read about their path to coaching and the
ethos that still motivates them.

There was also a changing of the guard with CAG having
to say farewell to Trudy Dougall (Chair of CAG) and
Darryn Fedrick who were required to step down from
their positions in March. Both have been extremely
dedicated to coaching in Queensland and were a
driving force behind what the CAG has achieved over
the last few years. We thank them for all their
motivation and drive that has made the EQ CAG such a
positive force for coaching in Queensland. There were
some big shoes to fill, but the new CAG members of
2024 stepped up to the challenge. The current coaching
committee consists of Emma Morel (chair), Jodi
Burrows, Karen Crommelin, David Finch, Danae
O’Keeffe, Brett Cantle and Sandi- Leigh Norris.

The Equestrian Queensland (EQ) Next Gen
Leaderboard continues to be a pivotal initiative
designed to foster the growth and participation of
riders aged 16-25. The leaderboard acts as a bridge for
young riders transitioning from the Interschool
pathway to official competitive events across all EQ
disciplines.

In the past year, the Next Gen Leaderboard has seen a
significant increase in participation across all six
disciplines: Dressage, Driving, Eventing, Jumping, Show
Horse, and Vaulting. The initiative has successfully
provided a structured and competitive environment
for young riders to develop their skills and gain
valuable competition experience.

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Jumping Queensland Report

Jumping Queensland (JQ) is committed to advancing
the sport of jumping within the Queensland equestrian
community. In 2024, the committee directed its efforts
towards organising the Jumping Queensland State
Championships, and creating opportunities for our
jumping officials to renew their officiating
qualifications for the next 3 years.

Moreover, the committee acknowledges the
indispensable role played by affiliates in fostering the
growth of riders in Queensland and extends sincere
gratitude for their dedication and hard work.

Key Events and Partnerships:

e Due to the rule change that made 18mm break
away cups compulsory from the 1 Jan 2024, the
committee saw the need to assist affiliates with the
expense of investing in these cups. Therefore, we
provided $400 reimbursements to 26 affiliates to
enable them to have compliant break away cups for
competition. The total spend on this $10,400.

Two World Cup qualifying major events were

successfully held:

1. The Larapinta Showjumping National Storage
World Cup Spectacular was held 24 — 28" April;
and

2. The Peachester Lodge Festival of Showjumping
featuring the FEI World Cup qualifier at QSEC,
Caboolture on 11 — 14 July 2024.

e Taroom Show Society successfully hosted the
Queensland Country Jumping Championships for
2024, attracting strong participation from riders.

e Queensland Off-The-Track significantly contributed
to the development of jumping by supporting
various events and offering substantial prize money
in two special events for OTT horses at the Ekka. It
also has a partnership with The Pacific Fair Magic
Millions Showjumping event and held a qualifier for
this final at the Festival of Showjumping at QSEC.

e The Pacific Fair Magic Millions Showjumping and
Polo continued to be a highlight in 2024 with many
interstate riders travelling to Queensland to be part
of the event.

e We once again held a very successful 2024 State
Showjumping Championships at Maryborough with
increased numbers of competitors from 2023.

Squad Selection:

e Jumping Queensland received applications for the
Junior, Young Rider and Youth squads.

e We had 6 riders on the Youth Squad, 3 Riders on the
Junior Squad and 4 riders on the Young Riders
squad.

Participation:

e A significant contingent of riders represented
Queensland at many of the interstate events,
achieving outstanding individual results.

Several Queensland riders were selected to
represent Australia in teams events against New
Zealand, which they did with much success.

Acknowledgements and Officials Development:

e Recognition is extended to Rebecca Jenkins, David
Finch, and Graeme Watts for their continued
contribution as 2024 JQ selectors. We will work with
them to review their recommendations as part of an
evaluation of the current JQ Squad criteria and
selection process.

e Officials accreditation and refreshers remained a
priority, with positive responses received for officials
workshops held throughout the year. Affiliate clubs
are thanked for hosting these opportunities.

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The year started in January with  Equestrian
Queensland (EQ) and World Four in hand Driving
Champion, Boyd Exell holding an instructional Driving
clinic, just outside Toowoomba. Despite difficult
weather conditions, the event was well attended by
Driving and non-driving participants and was a
remarkable and memorable time for everyone.

In January, the Driving Queensland Committee was
also invited to hold interactive sessions with the EQ
Youth Development Camp participants at Toowoomba
Showgrounds. Every member of the camp was given
the opportunity to drive as well as be involved in skills
training activities including a mock Four-in-hand
long-reining session.

In April, the Jimboomba Equestrian Carriage Club
(JECC) in conjunction with South Burnett Equestrian
Group (SBEG) ran a dressage, cones and challenge test
event at the Park Ridge Pony Club Grounds. SBEG
continued to run a wide variety of activities for Drivers
including classes for small ponies in harness at regular
ridden dressage days throughout the year. This is
possible because the 20 by 60m arena can be used for
these smaller ponies.

August saw JECC and SBEG join forces to host a
combined club event in parallel with the Queensland
State Championships, again at Park Ridge PC grounds
and judged by local and interstate judges.

1 Introductions

The financial statements cover Equestrian Queensland Inc. as an individual entity. Equestrian Queensland Inc. is a
not-for-profit Association incorporated in Queensland under the Associations Incorporation Act (QLD) 1981 (‘the Act').

The functional and presentation currency of Equestrian Queensland Inc. is Australian dollars.
Comparatives are consistent with prior years, unless otherwise stated.

2 Basis of Preparation

In the opinion of the Committee of Management, the Association is not a reporting entity since there are unlikely to exist
users of the financial statements who are not able to command the preparation of reports tailored so as to satisfy
specifically all of their information needs. These special purpose financial statements have been prepared to meet the
reporting requirements of the Act.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement requirements of the
Australian Accounting Standards and Accounting Interpretations, and the disclosure requirements of AASB 101
Presentation of Financial Statements, AASB 107 Statement of Cash Flows, AASB 108 Accounting Policies, Changes in
Accounting Estimates and Errors and AASB 1054 Australian Additional Disclosures.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs modified, where
applicable, by the measurement at fair value of selected nonlicurrent assets, financial assets and financial liabilities.

Material accounting policy information relating to the preparation of these financial statements are presented below, and
are consistent with prior reporting periods unless otherwise stated.

3  Material Accounting Policy Information
(a) Revenue and other income

Revenue from contracts with customers

Revenue is recognised on a basis that reflects the transfer of control of promised goods or services to customers at

an amount that reflects the consideration the Association expects to receive in exchange for those goods or ser-
vices.

Generally the timing of the payment for sale of goods and rendering of services corresponds closely to the timing of

satisfaction of the performance obligations, however where there is a difference, it will result in the recognition of a

receivable, contract asset or contract liability.

None of the revenue streams of the Association have any significant financing terms as there is less than 12
months between receipt of funds and satisfaction of performance obligations.

Specific revenue streams
The revenue recognition policies for the principal revenue streams of the Association are:

Membership Income

Membership income is recognised as revenue over the membership period. Unearned membership income in the

statement of financial position represents amounts collected for memberships which have not yet been earned.

Event Income .
Event income is recognised as revenue once the event has been completed.

(a) Revenue and other income

Grant revenue
Where grant income arises from an agreement which is enforceable and contains sufficiently specific performance
obligations then the revenue is recognised when control of each performance obligations is satisfied.

Grant income arising from non-enforceable contracts or those without sufficiently specific performance obligations
is recognised on receipt unless it relates to capital grants which meet certain criteria.

(b) Inventories

Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost of inventory is determined using the
first-in-first-out basis and is net of any rebates and discounts received. Net realisable value is estimated using the
most reliable evidence available at the reporting date and inventory is written down through an obsolescence
provision if necessary.

(c) Property, plant and equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, any accumulated
depreciation and impairment.

Items of property, plant and equipment acquired for significantly less than fair value have been recorded at the
acquisition date fair value.

Depreciation

Property, plant and equipment, excluding freehold land, is depreciated on a straight(iline basis over the asset's
useful life to the Association, commencing when the asset is ready for use.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable asset are shown below:

Fixed asset class Depreciation rate

(d) Financial instruments

Financial assets
Trade receivables

Impairment of trade receivables have been determined using the simplified approach in AASB 9 which uses an
estimation of lifetime expected credit losses.

The amount of the impairment is recorded in a separate allowance account with the loss being recognised in
finance expense. Once the receivable is determined to be uncollectable then the gross carrying amount is written
off against the associated allowance.
Where the Association renegotiates the terms of trade receivables due from certain customers, the new expected
cash flows are discounted at the original effective interest rate and any resulting difference to the carrying value is
recognised in profit or loss.
Financial liabilities
The financial liabilities of the Association comprise trade payables, bank and other loans and lease liabilities.
4 Critical Accounting Estimates and Judgments
The directors make estimates and judgements during the preparation of these financial statements regarding
assumptions about current and future events affecting transactions and balances. These estimates and judgements are
based on the best information available at the time of preparing the financial statements, however as additional
information is known then the actual results may differ from the estimates. The significant estimates and judgements
made have been described below.
Key estimates - grant income
For many of the grant agreements received, the determination of whether the contract includes sufficiently specific
performance obligations was a significant judgement involving discussions with a number of parties at the Association,
review of the proposal documents prepared during the grant application phase and consideration of the terms and
conditions.

Grants received by the Association have been accounted for under both AASB 15 and AASB 1058 depending on the
terms and conditions and decisions made.

If this determination was changed then the revenue recognition pattern would be different from that recognised in these
financial statements.

Key estimates - receivables

The receivables at reporting date have been reviewed to determine whether there is any objective evidence that any of
the receivables are impaired. An impairment provision is included for any receivable where the entire balance is not
considered collectible. The impairment provision is based on the best information at the reporting date.

Key estimates - employee benefits

As described in the accounting policies, provisions are measured at management’s best estimate of the expenditure
required to settle the obligation at the end of the reporting period. These estimates are made taking into account a range
of possible outcomes and will vary as further information is obtained.
